Commandment #10 - “You shall not covet your neighbor’s house...” Exodus 20:17

1. What is something from Sunday nightʼs lesson that you found to be helpful, eye-opening or 
troubling? Explain.

2. What are three material things you want, but donʼt have? Why do you want them?

a. If you were to get all the things you want would you be truly happy and content? Why? 
(read Ecclesiastes 5:10)

3. What does it mean to covet?

a. How are “coveting” and “wanting something” similar or different?

4. What does Paul compare covetousness in both Colossians 3:5 and Ephesians 5:5? Why 
would he compare these two things?
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5. What causes us to covet? 

a. What word (or words) would you use to describe the opposite of “covet”? Why?

6. How does Jesusʼ teaching in Matthew 6:25-34 apply to coveting?

7. Read Philippians 4:10-13. What does Paul say is the secret of being content? What does 
that mean?

8. How would you summarize living by the Tenth Commandment not to covet? Look at how 
Paul expressed it in Acts 20:33-35.

a. What is one way (or several ways) that you can fight coveting in your life this week?
