a. Have you ever been so jealous that you hated someone? Why? 
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6. Other than jealousy, what are some major reasons that people murder or hate other 
people?

a. What does Luke 6:27,28 and Ephesians 4:31,32 say about our reaction to people who 
have wronged us?

7. Is there someone (or several people) who have wronged you that you need to forgive?

a. What is one way that you can show them forgiveness and love this week?
