6. Read Proverbs 6:16-19. What does this passage say about Godʼs feelings about those who 
lie? How does this make you think differently about lying?

7. Read John 8:44. What does this verse say about the devil? Now read Titus 1:1-3. What 
does this passage say about God? How are they different? Who are you more like?

8. Are you a truthful person? What are some of the ways you are dishonest? What do you 
need to do to be a more truthful person?
